
Welcome to the 2025 Beeline Cruise-in Car Show. 

The Rim Country Classic Auto Club will be celebrating our 32nd annual Beeline Cruise-in Car Show October 11th at the 

beautiful Green Valley Park off of West Main Street in the Town of Payson. We are continuing with our tradition of 

classic Cars, Trucks and Rat Rods 2000 or older. The Town of Payson will be assisting with food trucks and vendor 

booths, Yard Games, entertainment, and much more! See flyer in packet for more information.  

The weekend’s activities start on Friday, Oct 10th at Rumsey Park, to include a classic car cruise around part of town 

from 3:30-4:30 PM followed by our annual “Burger Burn” cookout for participants who have arrived early for the 

show.  The car show will be held on Saturday, Oct 11th at Green Valley Park, with parking for the participating cars 

starting at 7 AM.  

In your packet is a windshield placard that we ask you to fill out before or upon arriving at the show area on Saturday 

morning. It must be visible for our parking crew members to ensure a smooth operation for directing each of you to 

your parking spots for the day. As in the past, we ask that if you anticipate the need to exit the show early, you must 

park in the paved areas rather than on the grass. There are a maximum of 45  paved spaces, which must be re-

quested when registering for the show on a 1st come 1st served basis. We’ll have several food vendors on hand for 

your convenience,  and of course you are welcome to bring your own picnic and snacks/drinks to see you through 

the day. No pop-ups or tents are allowed, as a gust of wind could well ruin the day for you as well as for others, 

should your shade take flight and damage your car or, worse yet, that of another classic car owner.  

VOTING AND JUDGING: Voting for the Top 20 awards for participants and the Top 5 awards for club member vehi-

cles will be done by you, the participants.  Voting for one People’s Choice award will be done by the general public as 

well as car show participants. All "Best of - - - - - Awards" and "Best of Show" award will be judged by highly qualified 

club members that have had previous judging experience.  "Best of Show" award will be judged by a panel of club 

member judges.  We endeavor to keep the competition professional, objective and fair for all. Only one "Best of - - - 

- - Awards" will be awarded to an individual vehicle. 

Ballots are due in by noon at the Merchandise Booth! The basket raffle starts at 1:15pm at the Hospitality Booth.  

50/50 raffle will be at 2:pm, at the start of the awards ceremony at the band stand.  

At the end of the show, after the award ceremony, we ask that you be courteous and follow the directions of the 

club members who are directing traffic to guide you out of the area as quickly and safely as possible. We usually,  

have everyone on their way in just a few minutes. If interested in staying for the towns continuing festivities, please 

let the people who are helping you leave the grass area to put you in the designated parking lot.
